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Suzuki Instruction

The method known as Suzuki was developed by Shinichi Suzuki for teaching young children. The
philosophy of the program of study is that talent and musicianship can be learned by any child. The
method requires parental participation in each lesson and in home practice. No prior experience with the
Suzuki method or with music is required of either the parent or the child.

Placement with a Teacher

New registrants for lessons will be placed based on teacher availability. Requests may be submitted for a
specific teacher, but requests will be honored as the student and teacher schedules allow. Requests for a
change of teacher must be submitted in writing to the Secretary of the Music Department and Institute.

Registration and Payment Schedule
Payment is due at the time of registration and must accompany the enclosed Registration Form. Without
payment, registration is not complete and lessons will not be scheduled.

Suzuki lesson are available for classical guitar, cello and violin. Suzuki lessons are offered as a package
extending from early September through May. The package includes private lessons, group classes, and
recitals.

Registration with fee must be received by August 22, 2016 in order to process and secure a time slot.
Registrations are handled on a first come, first serve basis. The lesson fee can be paid in full at
registration or made in three payments.

Attendance

Students are expected to be present for all classes and lessons for which they are registered. Lessons that
are cancelled by the teacher will be made up at a time agreed upon by both parties.
